3. Class Counsel is entitled to reimbursement of litigation-related costs and expenses, which
the Court finds to be $157,285.34. This sum shall be paid out of the Settlement Fund in
accordance with the provisions of the Settlement Agreement.

4. The Class Representatives in this action initiated their respective lawsuits, acted to
protect the Class, and assisted their counsel. Class Representatives Maaz Qureshi,

Matthew Rabinowitz, and Danish Arif are each entitled to a service award of $7,500.
